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The experience from a 1995 Japanese Earthquake showed that 14% of fatalities were not caused by the initial event but by cardiovascular events triggered by the stress and the resulting environmental conditions.

The Disaster Cardiovascular Prevention Network (D-CAP) was established by Dr Kazuomi Kario, Chairman of Cardiovascular Medicine at Jichi Medical University using several fellow members of the Continua Health Alliance.

Interoperability was guaranteed between the Continua members. This allowed the team to be up and running within seven days, installing a comprehensive patient monitoring system capable of identifying high risk patients in a background of no fixed infrastructure.
