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This paper outlines the challenges the Reproductive Health Division, at Moi Teaching and Referral Hospital based in Eldoret town, face in implementing and adopting for use, the diagnostic and treatment expert system for hypertension in pregnancy. Hypertension in pregnancy is still the third leading killer of expectant women of reproductive age. The diagnostic and treatment expert system for hypertension in pregnancy has so far remained at the testing phase of its life cycle. In this paper, we also outline strategies that the Division needs to deal with either directly or indirectly and have them put in place for the successful implementation and there after adoption for use in the diagnosis and treatment of hypertension in pregnancy. The challenges outlined in this paper once dealt with, and appropriate action taken to ensure the appropriate strategies are in place, will help steer the Reproductive Health Division (High Risk Pregnancy Clinic) at Moi Teaching and Referral Hospital toward embracing and using e-health to make healthcare services available. 
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
