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The Millennium Villages Project (MVP) involves the systematic delivery of a package of proven health and development interventions, with the aim of accelerating progress towards the Millennium Development Goals. Interventions in agriculture, infrastructure, economics, education and health are being simultaneously introduced to village units of 1,000-10,000 households in MVP sites in Africa. In parallel to enhancing access to proven interventions, global health gains require the generation of high quality health information that can be used to guide program delivery. Preliminary qualitative findings from the OASIS research project at baseline indicated that Community Health Workers (CHWs) experience difficulties in obtaining the necessary data on patient health status and feedback on monthly reports from the district. The OASIS II project, funded by IDRC, seeks to evaluate the impact of the Millennium Global Village Network (MVG-Net) components, including ChildCount+ and OpenMRS, on various aspects of the healthcare delivery system within Millennium Village cluster in rural Ghana as they are implemented. MVG-Net enables data capture in the field (from CHWs, using cell phones, etc.) and facility-based data at the clinic level all entered and stored within OpenMRS as individual patient records with an electronic medical record. This platform in the villages provides automated method for generating reports for the Millennium Village Information System (MVIS) and Ghana Health Service (GHS). GHS reporting can be created automatically from the OpenMRS database for either entry onto paper forms and submission through standard paper-based channels, or through automated systems such as the District Health Information System (DHIS). Currently, there are 9812 people registered in MVG-Net, of which 3870 are under 5 years old. There have been over 8500 ChildCount+ encounters transferred to the OpenMRS medical record encompassing over 40000 data points. The integration of OpenM! RS and Childcount+ with the MGV-Net information system makes it possible for rapid assessment of effectiveness and provides important feedback to local providers and the Millennium Villages Project. 
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
