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Slovenia definitively needs its national strategy on telehealth (telemedicine) as national eHealth strategic documents do not address “telehealth” to the level that they could be a solid base on which a development of telehealth services and solutions would be built. The Slovenian Medical Informatics Association (a member of ISfTeH) mandated a group of experts (the authors of this paper) to prepare a document that should serve as a foundation document for the national strategy. The document would be passed to the Ministry of Health of Slovenia for further elaboration. The strategy should complement the national “eHealth 2015” strategy that is to be prepared by the Slovenian government. Due to the fact that information on national telehealth strategies is very limited and that telehealth services should be a part of a broader e-health framework, the authors found preparation of the document more demanding than expected. The draft is to be ready for a professional debate by early in 2012. In the paper steps towards the completion of the task are presented and open dilemmas discussed. As a side product of the group work there definition on telehealth, telemedicine and telecare were agreed and submitted to the Ministry of Health to become a part of a national medical dictionary. 
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
