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This is a comparison study, updating research of just two years ago (that we presented at Med-e-tel). The changes in communication mode preferences are incredible. In this update, we expanded the age ranges, demographic information, religious background, and whether or not those in a current romantic relationship met online. The surge of smartphone use could well help explain the phenomena.
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
